Bring your own tents and food, we'll supply the fun. There is optional food service for the first 200 that sign up and pay an additional $45 fee per person
(regardless of age). This provides 7 meals, Saturday breakfast through Monday breakfast. A confirmation packet with your campsite and notes about
camp will be mailed approximately 2 weeks prior to the campout.

Cancellations must be made in writing at least two weeks prior to the Family Camp weekend and are subject to a 15% cancellation fee. No refunds
for "No Shows".
