How can you become a Campmaster? 
 
On this flyer is an application to become a 
Schoepe Scout Reservation Campmaster.  
When you have completed the application 
and mailed it to the address shown, the 
Head Campmaster will review your 
qualifications and pursue a place for you in 
the program.   
 

Campmasters and their families are housed 
and fed for free, in return for  
offering program.  Four weekends a year 
are requested.  You choose the weekends 
you work. 
 

Minimum requirements for adult 
Campmasters are: 
 

Registered Scouter, 18 years old and over 
Scouting background 
Outdoor  Skills Training * 
Youth Protection Training 
(Current Scoutmasters are discouraged) 
 

For youth Campmasters: 
 
Registered Scout, 14 years old and older 
Star Rank or higher 
Troop leadership experience 
Scoutmaster’s recommendation 
(Adult sponsors are required for Scouts 14 
and 15 years old)

The Campmaster Corps is a group of 
men, women, and youth who act as 
volunteer members of camp staff on 
weekends throughout the year.
